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POLICY STATEMENT

It is the policy of National University of Health Sciences (NUHS) that no person not
specifically employed or otherwise appropriately designated by the university may use
the terms “NUHMS faculty,” or “NUHS Staff” “Postgraduate faculty,” “Lecturer,” “Instructor,”
“Assistant Professor,” “Associate Professor,” "Professor,” “Adjunct Faculty,” “Visiting
Faculty” “Speaker” or any other version of the term “faculty” or “staff” or “administrator” in
conjunction with the name of the university (National University of Health Sciences) or its
representative designating letters (NUHS) without express written permission of the
president or his/her designee.

Procedures
[t is permissible for an individual to list past association with the university on a CV or

resume if it can be verified that such association did in fact exist along with the relevant
dates of association.
